Pas moins de 30 cases étaient garnies de béliers jeunes et adultes, des agnelles et des brebis, pures ou F1 
et même, uniques sur le Salon, des agneaux pures et F1. 

L’occasion de montrer la polyvalence des races rustiques, élevée en race pure ou en croisement. 

Nous avons accueilli bon nombre de délégations étrangères : Soudan, Azerbaïdjan, Belarus, Iran, Mongo-
lie, Guinée, Suède, Chili et Amérique du Sud, Belgique, Autriche notamment. 

Le traditionnel pré-tour a permis aux nombreux visiteurs étrangers de découvrir la station génétique de 
Paysat-Bas, un élevage sélectionneur en BMC et un sélectionneur en race Limousine.

Quelques exports ont eu lieu récemment 
Un lot de 860 animaux est parti en Iran au début du mois de juillet. Plusieurs races étaient concernées. 

En camion jusque l’aéroport de Liége puis en avion jusqu’à Téhéran. 

79 têtes ont pris la direction des Carpates, 24 mâles et 55 femelles, en lien avec la FOMR. 

50 ans de la station génétique de Paysat 
Quelques visionnaires ont créé dès 1967 la station génétique de Paysat-Bas, parfois appelée FEDATEST, 
pour améliorer les performances des races rustiques du Massif Central, qualités maternelles et qualités 
bouchères.  

Désormais, cette station professionnelle, unique en Europe, permet d’apporter le top de la génétique aux 
éleveurs. En 50 ans, la prolificité est passée de 1 à 1.7 agneau par brebis et désormais les 40 kg vifs re-
cherchés sur le marché français sont atteints en 110 jours contre 200 dans les années 60.  

Concrètement, c’est cela la génétique !! 
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Technical corner — Succeed your weaning 
Weaning is a ackward moment for the ewe and the lamb. You have to prepare it carefully. The drying up and the weaning 
should be anticipated from 15 days up to 1 month before. For the lambs, you must make available fodder at will and specific 
concentrate called « starter » (15-20 % crude proteins) since 15  days old in order to prepare digestive flora et reduce illness 
risks (especially enterotoxemia). Very pure water is essential. The ewes rations are reduced slowly, giving a decrease of milk 
production. So the lambs naturally go the the solid food. A 24 hours water diet is often realized for the ewe. You have to sepa-
rate physically the mothers and the lambs and you must avoid any treatments during the period (for the lambs (antiparasitists 
and vaccins for example).  

The weaning in ROM Selection breeds takes place at 70 days (between 65 et 75 d).

A 860 flock has been sent to Iran at the beginning of July. Several breeds were concerned, including BMC. 

By truck to Liege airport (Belgium), than by plane to Tehran airport.. 

79 heads have left to Romania, 24 males and 55 females, grouped by the Mountain breeders 
 

50 years for the Genetic Station of Paysat 
As early as 1967, some pioneer created the Paysat-Bas genetic station, sometimes called FEDATEST, to 
improve the perfomances of the Massif Central hardy breeds, especially meat and maternal qualities. 
From now on, this genetic station, the only one in Europe, can provide the genetic top to the breeders. In 
50 years, prolificity has grown from 1 to 1.7 lambs per lambing and the lambs reach 40 kg live weight in 
110 days, much better than 200 days fifty years ago !! This is genetic progress !!
