400 éleveurs ovins des montagnes de Roumanie et des responsables roumains se sont rencontrés le 22 avril dernier 
dans les Carpates (Centre du Pays) pour célébrer le succès des premiers agnelages issus de croisement avec des béliers 

Blanche du Massif Central et des brebis de races locales (Turcana et Tsigaïa). Nous avions présenté cet export dans la 
newsletter n° 3 de septembre 2016. 

L’Ambassadeur de France en Roumanie, François Saint-Paul, et le Secrétaire d’Etat à l’Agriculture, Daniel Botaniaou, 
ont honoré cette manifestation de leur présence. 

La journée a été l’occasion de montrer sur place les magnifiques agneaux issus de ce croisement. Les éleveurs pion-

niers acheteur de Blanche du Massif Central ont exprimé leur satisfaction pour ce produit (vitesse de croissance et con-
formation notamment) et des commandes de béliers et d’agnelles devraient suivre pour accélérer le partenariat. 

La Roumanie est un pays avec un potentiel moutonnier énorme. Les montagnes de Roumanie ont beaucoup de points 
communs avec le Massif Central : moyenne montagne, climat contrasté : froid en hiver et chaud en été, alimentation compli-
quée pendant certaines périodes. Les animaux doivent être résistants aux conditions difficiles, tout en étant productifs.. 

Ainsi, on comprend mieux pourquoi la Blanche du Massif Central, race gérée par ROM SELECTION, est 
bien adaptée aux conditions d’élevage de Roumanie et le test grandeur nature le prouve !! 
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Technical corner — Succeed your weaning 
Weaning is a ackward moment for the ewe and the lamb. You have to prepare it carefully. The drying up and the weaning 
should be anticipated from 15 days up to 1 month before. For the lambs, you must make available fodder at will and specific 
concentrate called « starter » (15-20 % crude proteins) since 15  days old in order to prepare digestive flora et reduce illness 
risks (especially enterotoxemia). Very pure water is essential. The ewes rations are reduced slowly, giving a decrease of milk 
production. So the lambs naturally go the the solid food. A 24 hours water diet is often realized for the ewe. You have to sepa-
rate physically the mothers and the lambs and you must avoid any treatments during the period (for the lambs (antiparasitists 
and vaccins for example).  

The weaning in ROM Selection breeds takes place at 70 days (between 65 et 75 d).
